The carrier will utilize a full-size, 150-seat MD-80 jet aircraft on the route. The airline said its market
research and input from local community leaders indicate West Michigan residents will welcome the
new nonstop flights and low fares to Las Vegas as an alternative to connecting flights or long drives to
other airports.
